1 modal verbs:
| might go to the meeting, but | can’t stay long.
Note
ought to:
You ought to tell him the truth.

2 let and make:
My boss let me go home early because | wasn't
feeling well.
The teacher made us do the exercise again.
Note
The passive form of make is:
We were made to do the exercise again. (be made +
to-infinitive)

3 would rather and had better:
We'd rather stay at home tonight.
I'd better go now or I'll be late.
